Finishing procedures



Wycombe Air Park

• Is a very busy place
• We get to use ½ of it
• Power and Helicopters use the rest
• WE MUST NOT FLY IN THEIR HALF

(without permission of ATC on 126.55)

• The airfield boundary is defined by the 
perimeter track and the margin to the 
power runway in operation



BGA Final Glide Guidelines

� All approaches to the airfield shall 
follow a descending flight profile

� During the approach the landing area 
should always be in the pilot’s sight

� Approaches will cross the boundary 
at a height that cannot endanger 
persons, vehicles, or structures



BF1 – SW Finish Line

Booker Finish SW
is a 1Km line running 
along the SW 
boundary of the 
airfield centred on

N 51°36.372’
W000°48.534‘

It will be used in all 
wind directions 
except S or SE and 
will be approached
via BO1 to the SW 



BF2 – NW Finish Line

Booker Finish NW
is a 750m line 
running along the NW 
boundary of the 
airfield centred on

N51°36.678’
W000°48.762' 

It will be used only 
when runway 35 is in 
use and will be 
approached either 
from the NW or W



Wind in SW – Low Energy Finish

When the wind is SW 
we will final glide 
from BO1 6K SW of 
the finish line

Low energy finishers 
should cross N of 
windsock to land 
downwind ahead

(There is a crosswind 
option to 35)

Taxi towards edge of 
landing area or to 
trailer park

POWER SIDE

DO NOT ENTERWind



Wind in SW – High Energy Finish

High energy finishers 
should cross S of 
windsock to fly a 
normal circuit to land 
on 24 into wind

Taxi towards edge of 
landing area or to 
trailer park

NB: High energy 
downwind landings 
are NOT an option

Wind in E – Low Energy Finish

When the wind is E 
we will final glide 
from BO1 6K SW of 
the finish line

Low energy finishers 
should cross N of 
windsock to land into 
wind ahead

Taxi towards edge of 
landing area or to 
trailer park

POWER SIDE

DO NOT ENTERWind



Wind in E – High Energy Finish

High energy finishers 
should cross S of 
windsock and 
perform a RIGHT 
hand circuit to land 
into wind on 06

Look out for conflicts 
with low energy 
finishers landing 
ahead

Taxi towards edge of 
landing area or to 
trailer park

POWER SIDE

DO NOT ENTERWind



Wind in N – Low Energy From W
When the wind is N 
we may final glide 
from BO1 6K SW of 
the finish line

Very low energy 
finishers should  
cross N of windsock 
to land cross wind

With more energy it is 
better to cross South 
of the windsock to 
land into wind on 35

Taxi towards edges 
of landing area

POWER SIDE

DO NOT ENTERWind



Wind in N – High Energy From W

High energy finishers 
must cross well N of 
windsock and then 
perform a LEFT hand 
circuit to land into 
wind on 35

High energy finishes 
ahead are NOT an 
option because of the 
35 power runway.

If you misjudge your 
finish there is a safe 
option on the N side

POWER SIDE

DO NOT ENTERWind

Turn Left



Wind in N – Low Energy From NW

When the wind is N 
we may final glide 
from the NW to BF2 
on the NW boundary

Low energy finishers 
may land ahead 
downwind anywhere 
on the gliding side

Taxi towards edges 
of landing area but do 
not cross the power 
runway without ATC 
permission

DO NOT ENTERWind

Northerly
Approach



Wind in N – High Energy From NW

High energy finishers 
shall cross the line 
towards the W end 
and perform a left 
hand circuit to land 
into wind on 35

Taxi towards edges 
of landing area but do 
not cross the power 
runway without ATC 
permission

POWER SIDE

DO NOT ENTERWind



Wind in S – Low Energy Finish
When the wind is S 
we will either final 
glide from the N or 
from TWM 6K W of 
the finish line

Low energy finishers 
may land ahead 
anywhere on the 
gliding side. 

Taxi towards edges 
of landing area but do 
not cross the power 
runway without ATC 
permission

DO NOT ENTERWind

Northerly
Approach

Westerly
Approach



Wind in S – High Energy Finish
Whether final gliding 
from the N or from 
TWM 6K W of the 
finish line, high 
energy finishers shall 
cross the West end of 
the line and perform 
a RIGHT hand circuit 
to land anywhere on 
the gliding side. 

Taxi towards edges 
of landing area but do 
not cross the power 
runway without ATC 
permission

DO NOT ENTERWind
